One,we carried a $5,800 deficit from 2010.

And two, you will recall that our 2011 budget
contained the challenge of $36,000 of additional
income needed beyond pledged and expected
non-pledged giving to support the ministries of
St Stephen. The gold star on the graph was the
target we needed to reach by the end of the
year.

By the first of December we were almost $40,000
below our target. We had one month to make up this deficit, as
