Thanks to everyone who attended the annual 
congregational meeting this week.  As usual, 
in addition to being a major gathering event 
for fellowship, the annual meeting was a              
forum for addressing the churchõs most                   
important business matters.  
 
This yearõs business matters included a                 
serious discussion about our church finances,  
tossing around expressions like budget deficit  
and cash flow  and additional income needed .   
We talked about how deficits in our operating 
fund affect our ability to spend money from 
another fund ñthe capital fund ñfor needed 
improvements and how we need to solve this 
and other problems.  Weõll get there in steps.   
 
The first step involves all of us.  We would like 
to learn more about our giving attitudes.               
To accomplish this, we intend to conduct a 
survey to gain our views about church giving.  
There are several questions to ask.                     

§ Which of our individual 
funds are we most  willing 
to support with our gifts?   

§ Which ministries and          
programs?   

§ What programs are least 
important?   

§ Do we feel our church leaders spend our 
gifts wisely?   

§ How do we feel about pledging, special 
funding appeals, and financial vehicles 
such as endowments?   

 
The answers to these and other questions will 
help us identify ways we might better meet 
our membersõ giving preferences. 
 
It's the beginning, but certainly not the end, 
in our efforts to improve our finances.  Look 
for more information to follow.

Death of Herbert Chilstrom  
Presiding Bishop Emeritus Herbert W. Chilstrom died on January 19.  He was the 

first presiding bishop of the ELCA.  In a message from The Rev. Elizabeth A. Eaton, 

Presiding Bishop of the ELCA, she reflected on the early days when the ELCA was just getting 

started at the Lutheran Center ñno furniture, files in boxes, phones on floor, card tables and 

folding chairs.  Despite a corporate executive telling him that it would never work, here we are 

thirty -three years later.  Bishop Chilstrom pressed forward with the conviction that is was 

Godõs will to raise up an ELCA witness to the gospel.  His mother told him, òHerb, you might be 

the only Bible some people read.ó  It was her way of telling him that we are living witnesses to 

the grace of God.  Prior to becoming the first Presiding Bishop of the ELCA, Bishop Chilstrom 

served as Bishop of the Minnesota Synod of the LCA.
