The good news though is that we have tentatively found housing 
for 6 youth for the month of January, and now our biggest concern is for the month 
of May. During their stay they would need to be fed, and driven to and from their 
training. However, we would be able to use them as a congregation during an 
overnighter at the church in both January and May, as well as during worship 
services.

We ve 
retained a lot of the old favorites, tweaked a few things, and added some new events 
that should make this year one of spiritual growth and entertainment for the youth of 
St. Stephen. Recently while attending a workshop at Faith Inkubators on the new 
Confirmation ministry of St. Stephen our group was taught the etymology of the word 
entertain.

is in three parts: en-ter-tain. En means to enter , 
while ter comes from the word terra meaning land, or earth and finally tain is from 
the Latin for to hold on to, possess. Therefore, to entertain means to enter into 
their land and hold them.  Rather than meaning cheap candy for the mind, in this 
context it is a missionary word calling us to enter into the world of youth and hold on 
to them. With that in mind, it is the mission of the youth ministry of St. Stephen to 
gleefully entertain, educate, and participate in the spiritual growth of the youth of this 
congregation and community.   

Along those lines one of the new things we will be adding this year is a chance for 
the senior high of St. Stephen to become involved in a short-term mission trip to 
Dolce, New Mexico, as part of a Group Youth Ministry Work Camp. We have 
tentatively committed to the week of July 1 to 7, 2007.
